MEETING WITH REAL PLAN CONSULTANTS ON ACCESS ROUTES TO LAKE NAIVASHA RIPARIAN LAND
1. What are the reasons for access routes to the lake?

a. The Riparian Land is Public. This does not mean that the public to the lake whenever they please to fish or walk any more than you can go on the public game parks in Kenya. Only those with fishing licenses or boat licenses should be allowed in designated sights.

b. Therefore Real Plan Consultants have a serious responsibility on their hands. They must understand that Lake Naivasha is a Ramsar Site. (do they understand the implications of a Ramsar Site)

c. By proposing too many access routes, they could seriously damage the environment, and dangerous animals can kill people.

We would like to point out that on the official maps from the survey department, there are in fact only 5 public Access routes.

We understand that there should be more. We would like Real Plan Consultants to point out the Access points they have in Mind.
2. The Private Access routes should not be threatened in any way. There are many tourist facilities on Lake Naivasha bringing in precious foreign exchange to Kenya. These can be threatened if the private access routes are not honored. There are already lots of problems on these private access areas by illegal fishermen, which is affecting the overseas visitors.

We hope the Real Plan Consultants will work with us in promoting the delicacy of the lake, its Riparian Land and its future for the next generations of Kenyans.
